Application process

1. In all instances, you should talk to the Student Administration Office in your College before completing this form.

2. Forms must be submitted with all sections filled in.  Requests for additional time need to be submitted before the census date of the relevant course.  Requests for access to dictionaries need to be submitted four weeks before the relevant examination period. 
3. You may only apply in your first year of study at ANU and if your previous education was not in English. Eligibility may be extended, in very exceptional circumstances, for a limited time beyond the first year of enrolment at the discretion of the college.
4. Please return the completed form by email or by post to your College Student Administration Office.
5. If you have not received a letter/email confirming a decision two days before your exam commences please contact your College Student Administration Office. 

Entitlements 

1. Identifying as a student from a language background other than English does not automatically entitle you to assessment concessions. Applications will be assessed by the College and a decision made on appropriate concessions. Decisions made for one course may not necessarily be the same as for another course.
2. A standard upper limit of one-third extra time may be given by the College for the examination in one or more of the courses undertaken by you in the semester. This time may be used for either writing or reading.
3. Access to an appropriate dictionary may be permitted during an examination as a supplementary aid. A dictionary may be in English, or to or from English, or a technical dictionary. Language dictionaries taken to the examination will be checked by the invigilators or relevant members of staff. Any annotations or suspicious markings will be reported to the lecturer and may be considered as a breach of the Code of Practice for Student Academic Honesty http://policies.anu.edu.au/policies/code_of_practice_for_student_academic_integrity/policy
